school is academic writing skill. There is a gap between the student competencies and the learning strategy in certain learning subjects. The aim of this research is to examine the effectiveness of blended mabile leaming activity using Facebook to

The essence, strengths and weaknesses of the accreditation and ranking mechanisms for assessing the institutional capacity and performance of higher education institutions are analyzed and

systematically compared in the article. Significant advantages of the ranking over accreditation are proved, as well as the subordination of the second one to the first one, given the leading role CneyiantHicTs

of higher education in ensuring and accelerating human progress that has a research-innovative and competitive character. The necessity of urgent introduction, as well 25 the main stages of 011 Ocsirki, neaaroriuni Haykm

practical implementation of the national general and sectoral ranking based on the methodology of the Shanghai ranking (ARWU), are substantiated. It is proposed to use a national ranking for
modernization of the national network of higher education institutions.&#x00; It is argued that accreditation and ranking are fundamentally different mechanisms for assessing education
quality with significantly greater possibilities for ranking. Accreditation focuses on the thresholds (minimum) standards and reguirements (conditions) and is not suitable for an objective
comparative assessment of institutions (educational programmes), taking into account their level of excellence. The rank implies the ranking institutions in the arder of their achievements,
therefore, in terms of importance and significance, and can be used for relief modeling the landscape of the network of higher education institutions (not only in terms of their territorial or
sectoral accumulation, but also in terms of competitiveness). Given this Ukraine with 289 successfully accredited institutions remains a2 white spot in Europe and the world according to
interpretation of the Shanghai ranking of 2018. Unlike accreditation, which, due to limited capabilities, is unable to separate a mass low-order higher education from an innovative high-order
higher education, the ranking mechanism reveals the first one as well as the second one.&#x00D; It was clarified that in contrast to providing motivation of obligation (performance) for
developing culture of the minimum sufficient quality by accreditation, the ranking forms motivation of encouragement (creativity) for developing culture of the maximum possible quality. The
culture of the maximum possible quality under the current conditions of the research and innovation type of progress and competition is a priority because it enhancing competitiveness. In
addition, ranking implies the existence of a developed autonomy, able to respond promptly and effectively to the results of the ranking assessment. Autonomy, basically, is non-critical for
accreditation. The results of the ranking can be successfully used for accreditation under the conditions of real autonomy, but the conclusions of accreditation for the ranking of institutions —
no. Accreditation is inherently affected by a subjective factor, at the same time, ranking (for example, ARWU]) can be constructed with the exclusion of a subjective component, with transferring
ranking functions to independent artificial intelligence in the future.8#x0D; It has been shown that the research and innovation essence of higher education needs an appropriate valid
mechanism of assessment of higher education institutions excellence, which is capable of permanently (for example, annually) to record level of institutions development in view of the ability to
predict and project the future of society. Therefore, the trend of the rapid development and spread of international and national rankings is actual.&#x0D; It is argued that the creation of the
national ranking of higher education institutions is an urgent objective and should be carried out in several stages: its legislative regulation, the determination of the system of objective
indicators agreed by the leading Ukrainian universities (it is advisable to unite them into the leading Association of Ukrainian Universities), organizational and legal, financial support for
administration of the ranking (e.g. the National Higher Education Quality Assurance Agency), the annual ranking of institutions and according to its results elaboration and implementation of
measures to improve the network of higher education institutions in Ukraine, primarily to consolidate and integrate them.

The article deals with the essence and content of the concept of general pedagogy in the context of itscorrelation with the multiplicity of knowledge about education, its development and 19 Meuxonariukxi Haykn
improvement of the conceptual and terminclogical apparatus of modern pedagogical research. It has been emphasized that general pedagogy is understood as science and as a scientific
discipline, and the definition of general pedagogy. as a rule, includes both aspects. The article concludes that general pedagogy is the core of pedagogical science: it forms its basis. which at the
substantive-essential level distinguishes pedagogical science from all other branches of scientific knowledge. General pedagegy studies and discloses key pedagogical categories, notions,
concepts, paradigms, approaches, laws, patterns, principles according to which any pedagogical phenomenon or pedagogical process are opened out, develops a methodology for building
pedagogical science and conducting pedagogical research, methods and methodology for evaluating the effectiveness of pedagogical phenomena and processes, criteria of the scientific and
pedagogical activity effectiveness, analysis of general pedagogical and philosophical doctrines. The actual problems of general pedagogy are the methodology of pedagogical research, problems
of the upbringing and socialization of children and youth, history of pedagogy. comparative pedagogy. problems of managing educaticnal institutions and strategies for their development. The
modernity of the solution of the indicated problems is determined by the completeness of the account of the conditions in which people find themselves today: the globalized world, technological
challenges, expansion of the media space and its impact on human consciousness, a crisis of values, problems of intercultural communication, and the like. The study of these complex problems
requires a new methodology of pedagogical research at the level of multi- and interdisciplinarity. The development of such a methodelogy is an urgent need for medern pedagogical science and
practice.

Ukraine is in a situation of increased danger of emergencies in connection with a continuing international armed conflict on the territory of the country. This creates the need for specialized training 19.00.05 CoulianbHa nckxooria
of specialists in order to increase the psychological readiness and capacity of communities for effective action in emergencies. The aim is to establish the conceptual grounds for developing disasters
community readiness by focused and informed social workers. Creation and approbation of the new high education learning course on the base of theoretical analysis is the proposed way. As the
results of analysis are some schemas of dynamics of the communities coping processes during and after disasters and other extremal situations (fire, technological catastrophe, war captivity,
historical trauma). It is grounded topics and educational principles of discipline for social rehabilitators professional prepare. The author singles out four approaches for understanding suffering
community and collective trauma dynamics (enlightenment, psychoanalytic, socio-constructive and organizational psychological). It is proposed three scales for social psychelogical analysis of
community: urgent, long-term and trans-generative time intervals. Because the content has potential for secondary trauma induction, it is necessary to improve some safe promotional didactic
elements: reflexive validity, resourceness, and information ecclogy principles. Students can choice some additional traumatic situations in local or national communities for joint analysis in the
auditorium, which gives empowerment and feelings of co-creation during learning process.
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
